STURGIS MUNICIPAL WELLS
Sturgis, Michigan

Conditions at listing (September 1983): During routine sampling, the State determined that two of the
four municipal wells that serve 13,000 people in Sturgis, Michigan, are contaminated with trichloroethylene,
perchloroethylene, and other solvents. The two contaminated wells are used only as a standby source of
water during peak demand periods. The State has advised against using contaminated wells.

Status (June 1984): The City of Sturgis has increased the capacity of one of the uncontaminated wells
and is exploring sites for a new well.
