EPA PROPOSES AN AMENDMENT TO THE CLEANUP PLAN
 
AT UNION CHEMICAL COMPANY SUPERFUND SITE,
 

HOPE, MAINE
 

Boston- EPA announced today that the agency is proposing 
an amendment to the cleanup plan for the Union Chemical 
Company Superfund Site located in Hope, Maine. In 1990, 
EPA signed a Record of Decision (ROD) that included four 
components: 1) cleaning, demolition, and removal of 
structures; (2) cleaning unsaturated soils (the soil above the 
water table) on the Site; (3) further testing of off-site soils; 
and (4) restoring groundwater in the saturated soils and 
bedrock through a pump and aboveground treatment 
(pump-and-treat) system. EPA later augmented its ground-
water cleanup approach through the application of three 
different innovative in-situ treatment technologies. The first 
three components of the cleanup remedy have been 
successfully completed. While the operation of the ground-
water pump-and-treat system and in-situ technologies have 
greatly reduced the amount of ground-water contamination 
at the Site, some groundwater contamination still remains. 
Based on a review of available remedial technologies to 
address the remaining groundwater contamination in light 
of historical data, and Site-specific hydrogeological and 
contaminant conditions, EPA is proposing to amend the 
1990 ROD to change the groundwater cleanup remedy. 

The Proposed Plan outlines EPA's preferred approach for 
addressing the remaining contamination in groundwater. 
The proposed approach includes implementing: 

1. A Technical Impracticability Waiver of the requirement to 
meet federal and state groundwater standards because Site-
specific hydrogeological and contaminant conditions limit 
the availability of an advantageous remedial technology. 
This waiver will be applied to the portion of the Site where 
groundwater contamination remains; 

2. Measures to ensure that this amended cleanup approach 
continues to be protective of human health and the 
environment: 

o Long-term monitoring of the remaining contaminants 
in groundwater; 

o An environmental deed restriction on the Site property 
to (1) prohibit the use of groundwater, (2) ensure access for 
monitoring and oversight, and (3) prohibit activities that in-
terfere with the remedy and monitoring equipment on-site; 

o Five-Year Reviews to assure that the amended cleanup 
approach remains effective 

Because of the potential for a vapor intrusion pathway, 
Maine Department of Environmental Protection will require 
the application of an appropriate vapor barrier or remedia-
tion technology in any future buildings on the Site in the 
deed restriction. 

The estimated total present value cost for implementing this 
proposed cleanup approach over 30 years is $322,370. 

On Thursday June 20, 2013, at 7 p.m. at the Hope Elemen-
tary School, EPA will hold a public information session and 
hearing regarding the Proposed Plan. During the hearing, 
EPA will accept formal comments from the public. Written 
comments will also be accepted during the thirty day public 
comment period which runs from June 12 to July 12, 2013.
